Becauae of the long delays that have ocC\IlTed (du~ to the review ptoee11 aDd due to the 
nesotiations of the unusual dttUIIlltances that arose in that process), l muat tel17W that we have 
accomplished mott of the preliminary work propoNd to )")U. I am therefore obllpted to instruct the 
University of Utah to withdraw the proposal. 

We intmd now to besin a major research elfort in new direetioJU which will lead to a more 
complete undentancling of the reactions involved in the ~· This new elton is quire broad in scope, 
and we will be seeking annual funding levels of approximately S2.5 million. We would of CO\IIM like to 
know if we might submit a new proponl to you for eomideration.
